Types of Sermon Outlines

Expository: The outline is controlled by the development/outline/ exegesis of the text.
	Some expository sermons are based a part of one verse, or a whole verse, some on several verses, or even a whole chapter, several chapters or a whole book.  But whatever the length of the passage, the movement of the text itself is what generates the outline.    Verse by verse preaching is not necessarily expository.  Why?  
Topical:   The outline is primarily controlled by the topic and does not fit definition one.   Topical does not mean it is not Scriptural.  Hopefully, every sermon has plenty of Scripture in it.     Did Jesus preach topical sermons?  What might be an example of a topical sermon idea? 
Biographical: The outline is generated from the life events of the Biblical person being considered.    Who are some Bible characters that might be good candidates for biographical sermons?

Deductive:  Start the message with the conclusion that you want people to reach.  Give several supporting points as to why the conclusion is valid or what it means.   Then restate the conclusion.  
Inductive:   Start with questions and sub points.  Weave the sub points together in such a way that the mind of the listener is led to draw the desired conclusion which is presented as the climactic finish. 
“Induction begins with the particulars of life experience and points toward principles, concepts, conclusions.  The inductive course can grow out of the hearer’s needs rather than the uncertainty of the preacher.  The preacher seeks to lead rather than push.  He explores with the people before he explains what they find. Inductive preaching is a quest for discovery.”   Inductive Preaching p. 32
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
